Administering of Medicine 

[bookmark: _GoBack]The school will not give your child medicine unless you have completed and signed the appropriate form, kept in the office. A record will be made of any medication given. 

Anti-biotics can be stored in a fridge and should be handed in each morning by a parent/ guardian and collected at the end of the school day. 

The school will not administer pain killers (tablets) or liquids such as Calpol unless expressly asked to do so in writing from your child’s Doctor.
